Gaudete – Rejoice – Sunday

Advent 3, half way through Advent, is often    

known in the calendar of the Western Church     

as ‘GAUDETE SUNDAY’ or ‘REJOICE SUNDAY’ 

from the Latin ‘Gaudete in Domino semper’:       

      Rejoice in the Lord always  

                                                    (Philippians 4:4-5) 

so we light the rose candle to lighten things a little. 

We’ll light the last purple candle on the last Sunday 

of Advent as the penitential season draws to a 

close and Christmas draws nearer and nearer 

when the white candle will be lit symbolising the 

coming of the Christ into our world.                                      

It’s interesting to remember that, just as during 

Advent we’re preparing spiritually for the full joy of 

Christmas, similarly during Lent, when purple 

appears in church again, we’re preparing spiritually 

for the full joy of Easter.                                           

Just over mid-way through Lent (always on Lent 4) 

we have Mothering Sunday (also known as Laetare 

or Refreshment Sunday) which provides a more 

light-hearted, celebratory time during the more 

solemn time of Lent.

On 6th January we celebrate Epiphany – the visit of 

the Wise Men to the baby Jesus. But who were 

these Wise Men? No one knows for sure. Matthew 

calls them ‘Magi’, and that was the name of an 

ancient caste of a priestly kind from Persia. It 

wasn’t until the third century that they were called 

kings – by a church father, Tertullian.

Another church father, Origin, assumed there were 

three – to correspond with the gifts given. Later 

Christian interpretation came to understand gold as 

a symbol of wisdom and wealth, incense as a 

symbol of worship and sacrifice, and myrrh as a 

symbol of healing – and even embalming. Certainly 

Jesus challenged and set aright the way in which 

the world handled all three of these things. Since 

the 8th century, the Magi have had the names 

Balthasar, Caspar and Melchior.

  The Feast of the Presentation

  

  Today we celebrate the Feast of   

  the Presentation of Christ in the  

  Jerusalem Temple – the feast is actually 

 on February 2nd, forty days (inclusive) 

  after Christmas Day.

Today’s gospel tells the encounter of the young child 

Jesus and his parents with Simeon and Anna.

Simeon immediately recognises Jesus as the Messiah 

who they have waited for a long time. Because of this he 

says he is now ready to die, saying the now familiar 

words of the Nunc Dimittis, a favourite canticle for 

Evening Prayer:

Now, Lord, you let your servant go in peace:

your word has been fulfilled.

My own eyes have seen the salvation

which you have prepared in the sight of every people;

A light to reveal you to the nations

and the glory of your people Israel.

    Luke  2:29–32

Anna began to praise God and spoke of the long awaited 

child and the work of redemption of all people to which he 

is called.

After they had finished everything required by the law of 

the Lord, they go back home to Nazareth.

 Taizé Prayer Sunday 15th February

As part of our trial series of special additional evening 

services, the service of Evening Prayer for Sunday 15th 

February will follow the pattern established by the Taizé 

Community, in France.

The format of the Prayer broadly follows the kind of 

Evening Prayer established in the Book of Common Prayer 

and Common Worship and the reading is that set in the 

Common Lectionary for that day. 

Taizé prayer puts its emphasis on prayerfully and 

worshipfully reflecting on scripture, and includes time for 

silent reflection. All the sung items are set to Taizé’s own 

chants and involve the repetition of important scriptural 

texts. This helps us to concentrate deeply on them and fix 

them in our souls. This style of worship also helps us to be 

more aware of the holiness and mystery of God.

Please come to this with an open mind and you may find it 

transforms your relationship with the Scriptures and widens 

your awareness of the richness and depth of worship.
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
